The Russian Revolution was a series of events that took place in Russia in 1917. The revolutionary events of 1917 ended the more than 300 year rule of the Romanov dynasty. The Russian Civil War that immediately followed the Russian Revolution was a multi-party war that occurred within the former Russian Empire after the provisional government collapsed to the Bolshevik party.
